Y ou can approach these
words in four ways: simple search (type in your word for a definition), index search (to look for headwords,
derivatives, abbreviations, phrases and compound words, uses and references, and other word forms), full-
text search (to search all text, etymological text, definitions, or quotations), and special search (to search for
anagrams, rhymes, and phonetics). It may take a bit of hunting under those four groups to find a form-
specific search that suits, but how remarkable that Oxford has made it possible within just two levels of
looking. Nice features include two wildcards (* and ?) that work at the beginning, end, or middle of words,
aswell asalink feature that lets you use the dictionary within several word processors such as MS Word for
Windows 6 and 7, WordPerfect 6.0 and 6.1, and Ami Pro 3.1.
